Subscription site; two-week trials available

LearnPremium is a very professional site but it is also expensive. As such it requires a whole school decision to opt in, not an English Department one. 

At present the English materials seem somewhat limited: most are only text based - very worthy but hardly inspiring and you could probably get the same kinds of resources or information free from Universal Teacher. For KS4, for example, there are 2 interactive whiteboard resources, both very reductive. They would be useful for a Starter activity if they were free, but...   

For GCSE, most of the resources appear to have been designed with AQA English and English Literature Specification A in mind, although they could doubtless be sued for other GCSE courses.

LearnPremium does give you access to the Newsdesk (daily news stories, curriculum-linked classroom activities and a weekly news quiz) but once again, you have to think - how often am I going to use this? 

Some English Departments have suffered as a result of whole school subscriptions. "We can't afford to buy / subscribe to X because the school has decided to buy Y or Z..." For this reason English Departments are advised to request the free trial and ensure that several teachers look at the materials to ensure they will get value for money.
