The Learning section of the RSC site takes you to one of the most useful areas, of which we have only explored a part. There are video clips of key speeches, actors explaining why and how they interpret lines, directors giving their views and so on. You would need to spend some time exploring and planning how to use the resources here - but they are of very high quality.

In addition there are some provocative video clips of actors such as David Oyelowo as well as students and teachers explaining why reading Shakespeare behind a desk is such a bad idea. These are worth showing your students even if you do have to spend some time doing just that.
