Universal Teacher, created by the late Andrew Moore, is a cornucopia - especially if you are teaching AQA A GCSE English specifications. There is information about practically everything a teacher of GCSE English might ask - all presented in calm careful prose. Site navigation is clear, making it easy to find your way round the materials. These include extensive notes on many popular set texts (especially those on the AQA A list) and guidance on writing.

It also contains advice to students but there should be some wariness here in that they may treat his interpretations of texts, for instance, as the only interpretation and not see these resources as one resource amongst many, better mediated by the teacher.

This is a text-heavy and almost entirely text-only site, though there are audio recordings of readings of about 25 classic poems. Don't expect anything interactive on this site - it's really a text book on-line from which you can copy at will as long as you acknowledge authorship 'by giving the URL of any pages you use, and/or include the © copyright symbol'.
