PREPARING AN INTERACTIVE CLOZE EXERCISE

Preparing the text

1) load text

2) change the highlighter colour to red

3) highlight your chosen words

4) go to end of text

5) insert a few carriage returns

6) go up one or two

7) insert horizontal rule (from tables and borders menu)

Preparing the cloze

1) Open up Replace from the Edit menu

2) Replace all non-highlight text (top box) with ^p (bottom box). To get non-highlighted text, remember, you select highlight from the Format drop-down menu, and then select it AGAIN.

3) A-Z sort the resulting text, using the routine in the Tables menu

4) select all

5) Copy the text to your clipboard using Copy from the Edit menu

6) Select Undo from the Edit Menu until original highlighted text re-appears on screen.

7) Go to the end of your text

8) Paste your words in.

9) Replace all highlighted text (top box) with red font (bottom box) – use the Format menu and choose Font.

To use this routine 

Select red highlighter and simply click on any highlighted word – the highlight switches off revealing the word underneath!

I've given you on example below.

Baby-sitting
